	Hazard
	Who might be harmed?

	Walking adjacent to stream
	Children
	The path alongside the stream in Snaprails has a good surface and the stream would only represent a risk to any children present
	Warn parents at start of walk to keep children under control

	Tree roots

	Any walker
	Warn walkers at the start of the walk and again at the time if appropriate 
	

	Boardwalks through boggy and wet ground; this can occasionally be slippery and in places is damaged 

	Any walker
	The boardwalk is unlikely to be slippery in summer. If it is, warn walkers at the time.
Walkers should walk no more than one or two abreast, and this should be mentioned at the beginning of the walk, as should the damage to the wood of the boardwalk
	Leaders should keep an eye on walkers to ensure care is being taken

	Muddy surfaces – there may be some mud after prolonged rain

	Any walker
	Warn walkers before or during the walk, and skirt around muddy patches
	Ensure walkers are sensibly shod

	The route passes a stream as it enters an underground culvert, At this point the path is narrow.

	Any walker
	Walkers should be advised to walk in single file at this point
	

	Road crossings
Wellington Road (good visibility on a fairly quiet road) and Abingdon Road, quiet, residential

	Any walker
	Cross Wellington road opposite the Broadway on outward and return routes.
Cross Abingdon road at point of exit from Snaprails
	Cross in a group (or groups each with leader) where possible

	The route has several turns/corners and maintaining contact with participants who spread out is less easy than a linear route in open country. People could miss a change of direction and become lost.

	Any walker
	Having sufficient leaders, depending on numbers, and a minimum of two. Three leaders until walkers are used to the route after a few weeks.
Leaders ensuring all walkers can be seen, and vigilant back marking.
	Before the walk inform walkers that:

Any person or group who find they are out of sight of other members and are unsure of the route should stop and await the back marker to catch up
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
